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Title: Multiplication Representation
Grade Level:  5th 
Subject:  Math
Content Covered:  Multiplication Facts
Materials Needed:
· Instruments such as drums, sticks, bells, etc.
Procedure:
1. Assign each group of 4 students a fact family such as 3 x 5 = 15, 5 x 3 = 15,        15 ÷ 5 = 3, and 15 ÷ 3 = 5.  Don’t tell the other groups what the other groups fact families are.
2. Explain to the students they can use the instruments or their bodies to make a representation of the fact family.  Let them be creative with it.
3. Give the groups about 15 minutes to work on their representation.
4. Have each group perform their representations.  They may need to perform it more than once.  
5. Have the other students guess which fact family was be presented and why.
Assessment:
As students perform their fact family representations look for understanding of the amounts.  Did they clearly show three groups of five making 15 or 15 breaking up into small groups of 3 with five in each group?  Were the other students able to guess the fact family correctly?  Then give them a quiz with a fact from each family performed and see if they can come up with the other three facts that belong in that family.  

Extensions:
	Have the students add movement to their rhythms.  Have the students create a story that goes along with their fact family and sing a song about their family.  Have the students just perform one fact and not the whole family.  Have four large groups and have each group do one of the facts from the same family and compare and contrast the representations.
